 What is each one used for??

A:   The straight type is used when it cannot be inserted from the face 

side of the sleeve holder and can be inserted only from the back 

side due to space limitation (Refer to Fig. on the right).

  On the other hand, the standard type should be installed when it 

can be inserted from the face side, and the head end is used for positioning as stopper.
